Iron on Stripes
Directions:

Wrap the stripe around the belt near the end. Make sure the 2 strip glue side is down. Cut off any access making sure the stripe slightly overlaps itself. Iron on at a medium temperature until the stripe is firmly attached. When adding more stripes leave a space 

(1/2 to 1 inch between stripes)

Black stripes:

These stripes are earned in class by White Belts. (See List)

Red Stripes: Attendance & Effort

These stripes are earned with 30 red Wado Bucks.

Light Blue Stripes: Home Chores

These stripes are earned with 30 light blue Wado Bucks.

Tan Stripes: Home exercise

These stripes are earned with 30 tan Wado Bucks.

Green Stripes: Home school work or brain exercises.

These stripes are earned with 30 green Wado Bucks.

White Stripes:

These stripes are awarded only at belt tests. They designate rank.

Example: 
10th Kyu Low. Yellow Belt with one white stripe.
10th Kyu Middle. Yellow belt with two white stripes.

10th Kyu High. Yellow Belt with three white stripes.

Dark Blue Stripes:

These stripes are awarded only at belt tests. They designate rank.

They are used only to designate to highest rank of that belt color.

Example:

10th Kyu High Top. Yellow belt with three white stripes and one dark blue stripe.

Remember, the Goal is the process.
